Phillips	Academy	is	located	in	Andover,	Massachusetts.	This	central	location	in	the	Merrimack	Valley	region	is	
25	miles	north	of	Boston,	10	miles	south	of	the	New	Hampshire	border	and	less	than	an	hour	from	southern	
Maine,	offering	easy	accessibility	from	major	interstates	I-95,	I-93,	and	I-495	and	both	Logan	International	and	
Manchester-Boston	Regional	airports.
